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‘Pictures of Public Engagement’ Image Competition Guidelines
This competition will run at the Public Engagement conference organised by the Beacon for Wales and Vitae on Tuesday 6th of July, 2010. All entries will be displayed during the lunchtime exhibition in the Awen Foyer of the Wales Millennium Centre. We are currently investigating public exhibition space to display the entries after the conference.

We would like you to choose a single image to illustrate how your current research affects the wider world. Attached to the image should be a 150 word description and a summary statement of no more than 140 characters. You will also be able to supply a web address for your research and/or an email address for further information and to facilitate correspondence with those viewing your image if desired.

Be creative and interpret the call broadly. What are the outputs of your research and where are its effects felt? Could your image feature an individual, situation or event, perhaps a gadget? For inspiration why not look at entries to the ‘Images of Research’ competition which ran at the University of Bath recently? The Beacon for Wales will print entries and display them in the conference exhibition. A prize of £250 will be awarded to the best entry. The winner will be chosen by a panel of judges selected by the Beacon for Wales.

You should plan to be on hand to answer questions about your entry during the lunchtime exhibition, although we would like you to browse the exhibition yourself as well!
How to enter:

If your image has been accepted for the exhibition you will be notified by email once the deadline has passed.

You may submit up to three entries, each with their own entry form.

The deadline for entries is 12 pm, Friday 11th June 2010.

Images can be in colour or black and white but must be:

· High resolution (ideally A4 and 300dpi, but if you have an existing image we can check its suitability)
· Either jpg or tif format

The Beacon will arrange and pay for images to be presented at the exhibition. Images will be printed on A2 Foamex (5mm). The abstract will be translated into Welsh and printed bilingually on A3 Foamex (5mm). Both will be mounted on poster boards at the exhibition
Abstract:

The 150 word abstract should describe the image and how your research affects the wider world. It must be written in plain English, for a general public audience and contain no jargon. It must not exceed 150 words.
Summary Statement:

We plan to disseminate the images broadly. The summary statement may be used with the image alone or in conjunction with your abstract. We know this is a challenge, but please try to give the image context so that it can stand alone! Restricting the summary statement length to 140 characters maximises the opportunities we have for image use.

We will use the images under a creative commons, attributable, non-derivative, non-commercial licence. You will be credited wherever they are used.
Terms and Conditions of Entry

You will be asked to confirm that:

1. You have copyright over the image and no permission is required for its display

2. The image does not portray nudity or any illegal activity

3. Any individuals in the image have given their consent, and if under 18 years of age, that parental consent has been obtained

4. That you agree to the use of your image as outlined above

The Beacon for Wales and the panel of judges we appoint reserve the right to remove images from the competition if they are deemed inappropriate, and to refuse to award the prize if entries are not of sufficient quantity or quality.
